Katie reported that the pool vacuum is in need of being replaced.  She presented a quote to the 

board from Valley Chemical.  They recommended two vacuums, the Duramax for $2,475.00 or 



the AquaMax Junior HT for $895.00.  Katie explained the differences in the two vacuums.  After 

discussion a motion was made by John, seconded by Jenny to purchase the AquaMax Junior pool 

vacuum.  Motion carried. 

Katie also presented to the board a quote on leasing or purchasing new cardio equipment.  The 

board reviewed and decided we still have several questions on the options.  Katie will get more 

information and a decision will be made at a special meeting next week.   

  

Treasurer’s Report: 

John distributed the statement of revenues and expenditures for the month ending

.  Revenue amounted to $3,358.64, expenditures $12,708.15.  

  

New Business:
