Metal Pile — scrap metal, fencing, fee items, etc., see attendant before dumping

User Fee Disposal — The following fees were adopted by the Town Board for acceptance of
large quantities of waste, bulky items, etc., that require extra expense for disposal at the landfill or
wood burning site, or removal from the Island. Check with attendant and pay fees before disposal.

Demolition and/or Bulky materials — e.g., drywall, insulation, painted and treated wood,
bricks, stone and concrete, boats (cut up) - $1.50 per cubic foot

Asphalt shingles - $2.50 per cubic foot

Mattresses/Box Springs — Kings - $25 each; Doubles - $20 each; Singles - $15 each
Armchairs - $20 each, Love Seats - $25 each, Couches/Recliners - $30 each
Refrigerators, freezers dehumidifiers, air conditioners - $30 each

Computer CPU w/keyboard and mouse - $10 each; computer digital/LED monitors - $20

each
Computer printers, scanners, VCR'’s, DVD’s, camcorders - $10 each
Copiers, fax machines - $20 each

Television Sets w/ Cathode Ray Tube Screen — up to 30” (diagonal) - $30 each; over 30"

(diagonal) - $45 each
Tires (without rims) — Auto - $10 each; Truck - $15 each, Tractor - $25 each

Not Accepted — motor oil (check at Dave’s Garage or Shipyard Island Marina); oil-based paint

cans w/paint; chemicals and corrosive materials. Door County conducts a hazardous waste
disposal on the Island every three years.
